Moncalieri (59000 inhabitants) is an industrial and commercial town close to Turin, with a strong historical tradition that goes back to Roman times. Despite this ancient tradition , Liceo Majorana is comparatively new, having been founded only in 1973. It is attended by 900 pupils from 14 to 19 year old who have to attend and pass five courses before being admitted to the final state exam .

It is no longer  part of Italian compulsory education.


The main purpose of education in a Liceo is basic and through training which should enable students to enter any faculty at University, both in humanities and in scientific fields , even if it was originally meant for the latter.  Its  curriculum is totally University oriented and is characterised by  a high level approach to speculative subjects  such as Italian, Latin, English or French languages and literatures; history and philosophy; mathematics; physics; natural sciences; drawing and art history:


All the subjects are compulsory and cannot be chosen or changed, our curricula being fixed . Also our class system is rigid, this means that a class is formed by 25/28 pupils who attend the same subjects together from the first year up to the fifth one. If a pupil fails one year ,he/she is allowed to double it only once.


Curricular lessons are delivered both in classrooms and in the various laboratories, such as linguistic, computer, physical, multi-media, chemistry and biology.


Liceo Majorana also offers free courses of German, theatre animation, choral singing,  music and art animation, which are not part of the official curriculum and are attended  in the afternoon. 


Computer science is included in mathematics syllabus.


Liceo Majorana is  partner school  in Comenius Project and has just entered  Globe Project for the analysis of atmospheric conditions.
