
T-38 Takeoff and Landing Restrictions


MCI  11-238 / AETC Sup 1 / CAFB Sup 1 / Dash 1

Takeoff:
Intersection takeoffs are prohibited.
AETC

Minimum runway length is 8000'.

OG/CC may waive minimum to7000'.
AETC

Takeoffs behind a full stop require 6000' separation.
AETC

Rolling takeoffs may only be performed:

day, dual, single ship, ARL > CFL by 500'.

Trail departure, 20 sec minimum spacing.

standing water , snow, or ice on runway

Cruise:
Do not climb or descend through forecast icing

more severe than light rime.

Do not cruise in any known icing conditions.

Landing:
240 kts minimum to pull closed.
AETC

If landing roll exceeds 80% of runway, land at alternate.

Do not land over any raised web barrier MA-1A, BAK-15.

Similar a/c, alternate sides of runway, 3000' spacing.
AETC

Dissimilar a/c, or same side of runway, 6000' spacing.

Practice single engine go-around, 300' AGL minimum.
AETC

Emergency chase, 300' AGL minimum.

Restricted low approach, 500' AGL minimum.

Cross-wind > 15 kts, land on center of upwind side.
