5900 BC – domesticated goats appear in Eastern and Western desert but not in Nile Valley

4400 BC – desert becomes virtually uninhabitable due to arid climate

c. 3200 BC – “Battlefield” or “Vulture” Palette – one of first Egyptian depictions of slaughtering enemies on battlefield; birds of prey swoop down on corpses and lion attacks foreigner

3200 BC – Egyptians first gain access to Asian commodities

c. 3100 BC – Scorpion Macehead depicts rekhyt-bird, a symbol for foreign captives

c. 3000 BC – Menes – first ruler of 1st Dynasty

c. 3000 BC – Abydos – 1st Dynasty ruler

c. 3000 BC – presumed date for the unification of Egypt

c. 2900 BC – 1st Dynasty ruler Anedjib first to hold nesu-bit name (Merpabia) (p. 9)

c. 2400 BC – Palermo Stone created as part of 5th Dynasty basalt stele; is inscribed with ancient rulers

c. 2025 BC – Merykara is last Herakleopolitan ruler

2001 BC – last phase in civil war between Herakleopolis and Thebes erupts

1456 BC – Thutmose III leaves Gaza and plans attack on Megiddo from city Yehem (Lebanon, northern Palestine, and parts of Syria)

1437 BC – “Annals” are inscribed – primary historical record of Thutmose III’s conquests

1420 BC – first of Amenhotep II’s campaigns in Syria

1418 BC – second of Amenhotep II’s campaigns in Syria, this one in mostly Palestine

1394 BC – Thutmose IV marries Syrian princess and possible war against Mitanni

1385 BC – Amenhotep III’s campaign into Nubia (Kush)

1330 BC – Amenhotep IV’s campaign into Nubia; ceremony where king received tribute from “all foreign countries gathered together as one”

1275 BC – Ramses II returns Amurru (Syria) to Egypt

1275 BC – battle of Qadesh one of most famous armed conflicts because even though Ramses II didn’t really accomplish his goals, he presented it in inscriptions as a huge victory – huge propaganda campaign

1258 BC – peace treaty between Egypt and Hittites – allowed international trade to flourish

1208 BC – Merenptah’s campaign against Libyan invaders (who were really just immigrating); Sea Peoples allied with them to attack Egyptian delta

1176 BC – last confrontation with Sea Peoples

1179 BC – Libyans get all the way to western Nile delta

c. 925 BC – Sheshonq sends major military expedition against Judah, Israel, and principle towns in southern Palestine (Gaza and Megiddo)

c. 860 BC – Harsiese becomes first 22nd Dynasty priest at Thebes to not be a son of the king

c. 850 BC – Libyan kings start to lose their reestablished political authority of the king to the high priests at Thebes and the god’s wives of Amun

c. 750 BC – Nubia (Kush) renews direct contact with Egypt and their ruler Kashta recognized as king as far north as Aswan

c. 730 BC – there were two kings in the Delta (at Bubastis and Leontopolis), one at Hermopolis, one at Herakleopolis; also six others who were virtually independent; victory stele of Piy shows chiefs of the Meshwesh on equal footing with kings and no royal title

c. 716 BC – Shabaqo (Piy’s successor in Nubia) launched new invasion and actually took over Egypt

701 BC – battle of Eltekah – Egyptians and Nubians advanced into southern Palestine in support of Hezekiah of Judah and clashed with the forces of Sennacherib

674 BC – unsuccessful invasion of Egypt by Assyrian king, but second one captured Memphis (also listed: an Assyrian invasion in 671 BC)

663 BC – Ashurbanipal (Assyrian) invades Egypt and dynasts submit to their rule (is this same as 663 BC event?)

660 BC – Psamtak has control of entire Delta; gained power over the rest of the country by 656

c. 630 BC – Psamtek overcomes invasion of Near East (Asia I think) by Cimmerian barbarians by buying them off

c. 576 BC – Ahmose II marries Cyrenean woman (possibly a princess) to gain Cyrene as an ally against the Chaldeans

c. 571 BC – Libyans ask for Egyptian assistance in dealing with the expansionist policy of the Greek colony of Cyrene

570 BC – Ahmose defeats Apries’ mercenaries at Momemphis and takes Egypt’s throne

525 BC – Battle of Pelusium results in capture and defeat of Psamtek III by Persia’s Cambyses

494 BC – Egyptians involved in naval assault on Miletus that ended Ionian Revolt (helped Persian expansion)

490 BC – Darius invades Greece with help of Egyptian military and navy

480 BC – Xerxes invades Greece with help of Egyptian military and navy

360 BC – civil war in Egypt

c. 339 BC – uprising/rebellion gives Khababash partial control of country and claim to kingship

333 BC – Macedonian rebel Amyntas welcomed into country by Egyptians

332 BC (to 323 BC) – Alexander the Great invades Egypt and ends Persian rule

c. 300 BC – Egyptian priest Manetho writes “Western-style” history of Egypt
