I am choosing to write about the ideas I’ve gathered from this article because it contained a very thorough discussion about launching not only an online web site, but the foundation for a more sophisticated actual business with a strong online presence.  Some of the information was in-depth and provided a bit of an education namely on the different operating systems and hardware.  Other parts contained mostly common sense, which was good to be reminded of.  

Idea #1

Probably the most important item which people may not necessarily understand is how to be sure your site’s performance is high (i.e. quick execution).  It is one thing to be sure client code (HTML and scripting) is designed and developed efficiently without unnecessary large graphics for example, but it mentioned the connections as well.  According to the article, 

“The weakest link in an Internet connection is the line from the end customer to his/her service provider. By the same token, the weakest link for an e-tailer is from their premises to the service provider. And since online customers are so easily put off by a bad connection, it's imperative that e-tailers do everything they can to minimize the number of connections in the chain.”

Although it is possible to have an online presence utilizing existing hosting services, if your business ever becomes extremely successful and generates high volume, this article has some good information and this was the first and most important idea worth considering in my opinion.
Idea #2:

One of the items that I consider to contain more common sense like I mentioned above is to be sure your site considers appealing to multiple languages.  Although businesses have a list of priorities in demanding project plan time frames, this is one that could be easily pushed aside.  However, the article mentions a reason to make this a little higher priority in that your site could experience problems such as if it can only ship products domestically.  According to the article,

“…you can't book a train ticket from anywhere outside the UK using www.thetrainline.com, because the booking system can't cope with foreign addresses. This contrasts with the situation in France, where bookings are easily made for all domestic and many major European rail routes (www.sncf.fr).”

Idea #3:

The 3rd idea worth implementing is to keep the name of your web site brief and simple while maintaining recognition as well as the ability to expand while having the name make sense.  A few of both good and bad examples were given.  The concept of having a name that meant nothing to the types of products offered was also mentioned as a way to set yourself a part from anything resembling a name with the following prefixes or suffixes attached to it:  “micro, sys, tech, or soft”.  Apple computers is a good example here.  Apples and PC manufacturing are totally different things but most everyone knows what Apple Computers are all about.
