When you’re seriously looking for something like this and want to make comparisons, you want to look at a higher number of choices and much shorter descriptions almost like reading for reference.  This article also seemed to be written for a person looking to deploy a very robust and possibly complex site with many needs.  As MBA candidates, this is nice to read about, however, our sites are small-scale projects to serve as exercises in e-commerce.  We don’t need this type of detail on complex services and it gets confusing.  There are also tons of simple hosting services that do very well and are very affordable.  Not only were they not mentioned in any detail, but no references were given if you prefer to read about them.  

It was a decent article, but it doesn’t get a high mark from me.
