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Does your web site need a business-to-business (B2B) component? If it does, describe its purpose? If not, why doesn't it need one?

The site I am completing essentially has 2 main functions, to send e-Cards and to send gifts to people.  The only way my web site, eCardsAndGifts.com would need to utilize a B2B component would be to fill an inventory of gifts from a wholesale company that I would then sell from the site.  

If I were to do this, it would be after establishing the site itself noting traffic volumes, hopefully receiving feedback on preferred gift items and noting gift purchase patterns from sites linked from eCardsAndGift.com.  Once that takes place, it could be beneficial to carry inventory of a particular item that could be purchased wholesale in bulk and then offered as a “preferred” item with a shipping and service guarantee from my site.  The B2B component then is buying the inventory item, whatever it may be, from a business utilizing an online account I would establish.

Until that level of site maturity exists, eCardsAndGifts.com will be a simple fun site that helps build experience in having an online presence.
